FLOOD AND STORMS UPDATE

The Macquarie River at Warren is currently at 9.52m and steady (9am, Monday 7 November)
with major flooding occurring. The river is likely to remain above the major flood level (9m)
for the rest of this week.

Flood operations are being conducted by WaterNSW at Burrendong Dam, with releases
subject to inflow and downstream tributary flow rates. Further releases are likely to cause
renewed rises downstream during the remainder of the week.

The situation is being closely monitored and revised predictions will be provided if
necessary. Keep an eye on the Bureau of Meteorology for further updates.

Warren LGA has been disaster declared for all flooding events from 27 June onwards and a
range of assistance is available under the Disaster Recovery Funding Arrangements (DRFA).
